	Legislative Updates 
	1.  Make It Legal Florida now has 3M in donations, is at the Supreme Court Level, will likely be on ballot in November.
2. Gov asked for 25M more for mental health in schools. Prevention as a whole is asking that we ensure we are connecting with community service system to ensure other services are funded and there is a continuum of care. i.e., there is a lot of funds going to schools but Mobile Crisis team isn’t fully funded.
3. The Governor’s Wife (Casey DeSantis) is lead on MH/SUD Initiatives and there is growing conversation on “knowing what services are available” and either a 2-1-1 or ap for youth in crisis. She is said to be very interested in suicide prevention as well.
4. There is also growing conversation on linking Medicaid and DCF services. Audit is being conducted.  Trying to decipher why people who are elible for Medicaid services are getting DCF services and vice versa (are there others Medicaid eligble?)
5. There is also growing conversation on linking Medicaid and DCF services. Audit is being conducted. Trying to decipher why people who are eligible for Medicaid services are getting DCF services and vice versa (are there others Medicaid eligible?)
6. It is being advocated for some of the Opioid Crisis Settlement monies to go to prevention at the state level as well as several discussions going on at the state level for primary prevention dollars as much OD prevention is being considered prevention, i.e. Naloxone.
7. There is a growing conversation surrounding mindfulness at the state level is Casey DeSantis’ talks.
